AND PENNSYLVANIA CODE

Pennsylvania Bulletin
The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the official gazette of

the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. It is published
every week and includes a table of contents. A
cumulative subject matter index is published quar-
terly.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin serves several pur-
poses. First, it is the temporary supplement to the
Pennsylvania Code, which is the official codification
of agency rules and regulations and other statuto-
rily authorized documents. Changes in the codified
text, whether by adoption, amendment, repeal or
emergency action must be published in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin. Further, agencies proposing changes
to the codified text do so in the Pennsylvania
Bulletin.

Second, the Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes:
Governor’s Executive Orders; State Contract No-
tices; Summaries of Enacted Statutes; Statewide
and Local Court Rules; Attorney General Opinions;
Motor Carrier Applications before the Public Utility
Commission; Applications and Actions before the
Department of Environmental Protection; Orders of
the Independent Regulatory Review Commission;
and other documents authorized by law.

The text of certain documents published in the
Pennsylvania Bulletin is the only valid and enforce-
able text. Courts are required to take judicial notice
of the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

Adoption, Amendment or Repeal of
Regulations

Generally an agency wishing to adopt, amend or
repeal regulations must first publish in the Pennsyl-
vania Bulletin a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking.
There are limited instances where the agency may
omit the proposal step; they still must publish the
adopted version.

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking contains the
full text of the change, the agency contact person, a
fiscal note required by law and background for the
action.

The agency then allows sufficient time for public
comment before taking final action. An adopted
proposal must be published in the Pennsylvania

Bulletin before it can take effect. If the agency
wishes to adopt changes to the Notice of Proposed
Rulemaking to enlarge the scope, they must re-
propose.

Citation to the Pennsylvania Bulletin
Cite material in the Pennsylvania Bulletin by

volume number and page number. Example: Volume
1, Pennsylvania Bulletin, page 801 (short form: 1
Pa.B. 801).

Pennsylvania Code
The Pennsylvania Code is the official codification

of rules and regulations issued by Commonwealth
agencies and other statutorily authorized docu-
ments. The Pennsylvania Bulletin is the temporary
supplement to the Pennsylvania Code, printing
changes as soon as they occur. These changes are
then permanently codified by the Pennsylvania
Code Reporter, a monthly, loose-leaf supplement.

The Pennsylvania Code is cited by title number
and section number. Example: Title 10 Pennsylva-
nia Code, § 1.1 (short form: 10 Pa.Code § 1.1).

Under the Pennsylvania Code codification system,
each regulation is assigned a unique number by
title and section. Titles roughly parallel the organi-
zation of Commonwealth government. Title 1 Penn-
sylvania Code lists every agency and its correspond-
ing Code title location.

How to Find Documents
Search for your area of interest in the Pennsylva-

nia Code.
The Pennsylvania Code contains, as Finding Aids,

subject indexes for the complete Code and for each
individual title, a list of Statutes Used As Authority
for Adopting Rules and a list of annotated cases.
Source Notes give you the history of the documents.
To see if there have been recent changes, not yet
codified, check the List of Pennsylvania Code Chap-
ters Affected in the most recent issue of the Penn-
sylvania Bulletin.

The Pennsylvania Bulletin also publishes a quar-
terly List of Pennsylvania Code Sections Affected
which lists the regulations in numerical order,
followed by the citation to the Pennsylvania Bulle-
tin in which the change occurred.

Printing Format
Material proposed to be added to an existing rule or regulation is printed in bold face and material proposed to be

deleted from such a rule or regulation is enclosed in brackets [ ] and printed in bold face. Asterisks indicate ellipsis
of Pennsylvania Code text retained without change. Proposed new or additional regulations are printed in ordinary style
face.

Fiscal Notes
Section 612 of The Administrative Code of 1929 (71 P. S. § 232) requires that the Office of Budget prepare a fiscal

note for regulatory actions and administrative procedures of the administrative departments, boards, commissions or
authorities receiving money from the State Treasury stating whether the proposed action or procedure causes a loss
of revenue or an increase in the cost of programs for the Commonwealth or its political subdivisions; that the fiscal note
be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin at the same time as the proposed change is advertised; and that the fiscal
note shall provide the following information: (1) the designation of the fund out of which the appropriation providing for
expenditures under the action or procedure shall be made; (2) the probable cost for the fiscal year the program is
implemented; (3) projected cost estimate of the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (4) fiscal history of
the program for which expenditures are to be made; (5) probable loss of revenue for the fiscal year of its
implementation; (6) projected loss of revenue from the program for each of the five succeeding fiscal years; (7) line item,
if any, of the General Appropriation Act or other appropriation act out of which expenditures or losses of Commonwealth
funds shall occur as a result of the action or procedures; (8) recommendation, if any, of the Secretary
of the Budget and the reasons therefor.

The required information is published in the foregoing order immediately following the proposed change to which it
relates; the omission of an item indicates that the agency text of the fiscal note states that there is no information
available with respect thereto. In items (3) and (6) information is set forth for the first through fifth fiscal years; in that
order, following the year the program is implemented, which is stated. In item (4) information is set forth for the
current and two immediately preceding years, in that order. In item (8) the recommendation, if any, made by the
Secretary of Budget is published with the fiscal note. See 4 Pa. Code § 7.231 et seq. Where ‘‘no fiscal impact’’ is
published, the statement means no additional cost or revenue loss to the Commonwealth or its local political subdivision
is intended.

Reproduction, Dissemination or Publication of Information
Third parties may not take information from the Pennsylvania Code and Pennsylvania Bulletin and reproduce,

disseminate or publish such information except as provided by 1 Pa. Code § 3.44. 1 Pa. Code § 3.44 reads as follows:

§ 3.44. General permission to reproduce content of Code and Bulletin.
Information published under this part, which information includes, but is not limited to, cross references, tables of

cases, notes of decisions, tables of contents, indexes, source notes, authority notes, numerical lists and codification
guides, other than the actual text of rules or regulations may be reproduced only with the written consent of the
Bureau. The information which appears on the same leaf with the text of a rule or regulation, however, may be
incidentally reproduced in connection with the reproduction of the rule or regulation, if the reproduction is for the
private use of a subscriber and not for resale. There are no other restrictions on the reproduction of information
published under this part, and the Commonwealth hereby consents to a reproduction.

Rule L-1915.3 Commencement of Action, Complaint,
Order

(a) All actions raising custody, partial custody, visita-
tion or modification of existing orders for minor children
shall be commenced by the filing of a verified complaint
or petition and a separate scheduling order as set forth in
L-1915.15. The scheduling order located in Appendix E
must also be filed and processed in accordance with this
rule when any Divorce Complaint with a Custody Count
is filed or when any Custody Count is filed separately.

(b) The petitioner shall proceed to the Divorce and
Custody Office located in the Washington County Family
Court Center with an original and two (2) copies of the
complaint or petition and the separate scheduling order
for an assignment of a date and time for the Pre-Custody
Conciliation Conference Meeting. The Pre-Custody Con-
ciliation Conference Meeting shall be scheduled for a date
and time not later than forty-five (45) days after filing of
the complaint or count. The Divorce and Custody Office
will present the complaint to the Family Court Judge for
signature and return the signed complaint to the peti-
tioner. The Divorce and Custody Office will attach parent-
ing program information as well as the Parent Plan. The
moving party shall attach copies of each to the filed,
time-stamped copies of the complaint and serve the
defendant.

(c) The moving party shall file proof of service of the
complaint or petition with the Washington County Pro-
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thonotary and provide a copy of the proof of service to the
Divorce and Custody Office prior to the Pre-Custody
Conciliation Conference Meeting.

(d) If necessary, the presentation of the pleadings re-
ferred to in subdivision (a) shall be the responsibility of
the moving party and may be ex parte. The moving party
shall be responsible for filing and serving the pleadings in
accordance with Pa.R.C.P. 1915.3 and 1915.4. The moving
party shall insure that a minimum of seven (7) days
notice of the conference or any other appropriate proceed-
ing is afforded to any interested parties. In the event
seven (7) days’ notice cannot be afforded to any interested
parties, the moving party shall notify the Divorce and
Custody Office forthwith.

(e) All appropriate costs and fees shall be paid at the
time of filing.

Rule L-1915.5 Motions

(a) Objections to jurisdiction or venue, motions concern-
ing discovery, joinder of parties, psychological or psychiat-
ric examinations and appointment of counsel for minors,
shall be presented to the Family Court Judge.

(b) If the issue of paternity is raised, the parties shall
immediately apply to the Family Court Judge for appro-
priate relief, with all Custody proceedings to be stayed
pending resolution of the paternity issue.

Rule L-1915.12 Contempt

All petitions for contempt for failure to comply with a
custody Order shall be presented to the Family Court
Judge. The Family Court Judge may refer the Petition, at
his/her discretion, to the Child Custody Conference Of-
ficer for conference and review. If a resolution of the
matter cannot be made promptly, the Child Custody
Conference Officer will refer the contempt proceeding to
the Family Court Judge and a date for a hearing will be
set by the Court.

Rule L-1915.13 Special Relief

Motions for special relief should be of an emergency
nature and shall be presented to the Family Court Judge.

Rule L-1915.28 Continuances

(a) Requests for continuances of proceedings before the
Child Custody Conference Officer which are not contested
shall be presented in writing to the Director of the
Divorce and Custody Office prior to the scheduled pro-
ceeding.

(b) The practice relating to continuances shall conform
to Local Rule 1920.51, except that references to ‘‘The
Master’’ shall mean the Child Custody Conference Officer.

(c) A $25.00 fee will be charged for continuances re-
quested ten (10) days or more prior to the scheduled
proceeding.

(e) Request for continuances shall be set forth in
writing containing the following information:

1. A clear, concise and certain reason for the request.
2. A statement that opposing counsel or the opposing

party, if unrepresented, has no objection to the request for
continuance.

3. A statement of the number of prior continuances, if
any.

4. If another court appearance is the reason for the
request, a copy of the notice or Order of the conflicting
hearing shall be attached.

5. A certification that a copy of the request has been
sent to opposing counsel or the opposing party, if
unrepresented.

(f) Requests before a Child Custody Conference Officer
for continuances of proceedings that are contested shall
be presented in writing to the Family Court Judge after
proper written notice, in accordance with the Local Rules,
of the intention to do so, given to opposing counsel or the
opposing party, if unrepresented.
Rule L-1915.29 Pre-Custody Conciliation Confer-

ence Meeting Procedure
(a) The parties shall make a good faith effort to resolve

the custody and/or visitation issues prior to the meeting.
If resolution occurs prior to or at the time of the meeting,
a proposed order shall be drafted in accordance with
Pa.R.C.P. No. 1915.7 and submitted to the Court for
approval through the Child Custody Conference Officer.

(b) The Divorce and Custody Office will give counsel of
record at least seven (7) days notice before any proceeding
is conducted.

(c) The Divorce and Custody Office will give a party
who is not represented by counsel at least seven (7) days
notice before any proceeding is conducted.
Rule L-1915.30 Pre-Custody Conciliation Confer-

ence Meeting
(a) Each parent shall file a Washington County Parent

Plan no later than thirty (30) days from the filing of the
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Custody Complaint or Modification with the Custody
Office. Parent Plan may be found at Appendix F.

(b) The parties may also at any time present a Consent
Custody Order to the Family Court Judge.

(c) If no Consent Custody Order pursuant to subsection
(b) is presented to the Family Court Judge, the Custody
Conference shall proceed as originally scheduled.

(1) All parties, and any child, for whom custody or
visitation is sought, shall be present at the Pre-Custody
Conciliation Conference Meeting, unless otherwise or-
dered by the Court.

(2) The Child Custody Conference Officer will attempt
to mediate the differences between the parties using
mediation skills to come to an amicable settlement of
those differences.

(3) The Child Custody Conference Officer will insure
that the parties have submitted the Parent Plan. The
Child Custody Conference Officer shall also insure that
the parenting program has been completed by the parties
and certification presented.
Rule L-1915.31 Custody Conciliation Conference

(a) All parties, and any child, for whom custody or
visitation is sought, shall be present at the Custody
Conciliation Conference, unless otherwise ordered by the
Court. Failure of a party to appear at the Custody
Conciliation Conference may result in the entry of a
custody or visitation order by the Court on the recommen-
dation of the Child Custody Officer in the absence of that
party. The absent party may also be subject to contempt
proceedings, if appropriate.

(b) The Child Custody Conference Officer will conduct
informal proceedings and allow the parties and their
witnesses to participate. The Child Custody Conference
Officer shall control the presentation of evidence and will
determine the amount of time allotted to each party for
presentation of their case. Counsel, or the party them-
selves if unrepresented, may summarize their case to the
Child Custody Conference Officer. The Child Custody
Conference Officer may take testimony from the parties
and any witnesses by swearing in said parties and
offering testimony under oath. The proceeding will not be
transcribed. At the discretion of the Child Custody Con-
ference Officer, a witness(es) may be permitted to partici-
pate via telephone pursuant to Administrative Order
2004-1, In Re Family Court, dated October 26, 2004,
pertaining to telephone testimony, and subject to subsec-
tion (d) below. The conference will last no longer than
one-half (1/2) day unless the Child Custody Conference
Officer deems one or more issues complex in which event
additional proceedings may be scheduled. If an agreement
is reached the agreement shall be prepared and signed in
the form of a ‘‘Custody Consent Order.’’ If no agreement
can be reached the Child Custody Conference Officer will
prepare a summary report and recommended order and
forward same to the Court for the Court’s consideration.

(1) The report and recommendation will be prepared
and presented to the court within 10 days of the date of
the proceeding. The report will include the following:

a. The recommendation will include mental and physi-
cal evaluations and home studies.

b. Findings of fact on jurisdiction on venue issues.
c. Recommendations for custody/visitation.
(c) The order will become a final order unless a Re-

quest for Custody Trial De Novo and Pretrial Conference
is filed within ten (10) days of the date of the service of

the order. A copy of the order shall be provided to the
parties by the Prothonotary in accordance with Pa.R.C.P.
236 with a copy to the Divorce and Custody Office.

(d) A party requesting to participate by telephone shall
submit to the Director written consent from the opposing
party (parties). If represented by counsel, counsel shall
provide written consent to the Divorce/Custody Office at
least ten (10) days prior to the conference. If no consent is
given by the opposing party to the requesting party
(parties), relief must be obtained from the Family Court
Judge by way of a motion pursuant to Administrative
Order 2004-1, In Re Family Court, dated October 26,
2004, pertaining to telephone testimony.

Rule L-1915.32 Interim Orders

(a) Where issues regarding the temporary rights of the
parties to custody or visitation of a non-emergency na-
ture, as well as the arrangements for psychiatric or
psychological examinations and home evaluations, are
presented to the Child Custody Conference Officer, the
Officer may submit to the Family Court Judge a proposed
interim order which will be reviewed by the Court and
signed, if the Court deems the order appropriate. A copy
of this signed order will be provided to the parties by the
Prothonotary in accordance with Pa.R.C.P. 236.

(b) Any person not satisfied with the interim order may
pursue an application for special relief in accordance with
Local Rule 1915.13.

Rule L-1915.33 Request for Custody Trial De Novo
and Pretrial Conference

(a) A party may file a Request for Custody Trial De
Novo and Pretrial Conference in the Washington County
Prothonotary’s Office within ten (10) days of the mailing
of the Child Custody Conference Officer’s Recommended
Order issued as a result of the Custody Conference. The
request must be presented to the Family Court Judge for
the scheduling of the Pretrial Conference. Form of Order
may be found at Appendix G.

(b) A copy of the filed request with the scheduled
Pretrial Conference date and time must be served on the
other counsel, or, if the party is a pro se litigant, then the
request must be served on the party. A copy must be
delivered to the Director of the Divorce and Custody
Office.

(c) A Trial De Novo will be scheduled, barring extenu-
ating circumstances, within ninety (90) days of the re-
quest. The Pretrial Conference shall be held during the
period between the request for Custody Trial De Novo
and the scheduled hearing. Any psychological reports
ordered should be obtained during the same period and
presented to the Family Law Judge, along with the
parties’ Pretrial Statements, at least forty-eight (48)
hours in advance of the Pretrial Conference.

Rule L-1915.34 Pretrial Child Custody Conference

(a) All parties and any child for whom custody or
visitation is sought shall be present at the judicial
pretrial custody conference unless said required atten-
dance is waived by way of Court Order. Failure of a party
to appear at the judicial pretrial custody conference may
result in the entry of a custody/visitation order by the
court.

(b) The court will attempt to obtain a consent agree-
ment on any pending custody issues. Any agreement shall
be reduced to writing and entered as an order of court.
Upon request, the Family Law Judge will meet privately
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with the parties’ counsel in an attempt to better define
the issues and settle the custody dispute.
Rule L-1915.35 Uncontested Motions Verification

Sales and Use Tax; Prebuilt Housing

The Department of Revenue (Department), under sec-
tion 270 of the Tax Reform Code of 1971 (TRC) (72 P. S.
§ 7270), proposes to delete §§ 31.30, 46.8 and 61.18
(relating to house trailers and mobile homes; industrial-
ized housing; and sale and installation of prefabricated
housing) and proposes to add § 31.33 (relating to prebuilt
housing) to read as set forth in Annex A.
Purpose of the Proposed Rulemaking

The proposed rulemaking codifies legislative changes
relating to prebuilt housing in sections 201(g)(8) and
(vv)—(zz), 202(f) and 204(60) of the TRC (72 P. S.
§§ 7201(g)(8) and (vv)—(zz), 7202(f) and 7204(60)).
Explanation of Regulatory Requirements

Proposed § 31.33 sets forth the new rules relating to
prebuilt housing. Definitions for use in the section are set
forth in subsection (a). Imposition rules for a builder for
sales and trade-ins are set forth in subsection (b).

Consistent with section 202(f) of the TRC which pro-
vides that a manufacturer may elect to precollect the tax
from the builder at the time of sale to the builder,
subsection (c) describes the rules which govern the precol-
lection. Subsection (d) explains that no exemptions apply
to the sale of prebuilt housing.

Subsection (e) explains that the provisions of this
regulation do not apply to the sale and installation of
prefabricated buildings, components and accessories
which do not qualify as prebuilt housing and are gov-
erned by § 31.11 (relating to definitions). Similarly, sub-
section (f) explains that the section does not apply to the
repair and maintenance of prebuilt housing and once
again § 31.11 applies.

Upon adoption of § 31.33, provisions inconsistent with
this section (§§ 31.30, 46.8 and 60.18) will be deleted
from the Pennsylvania Code.
Affected Parties

Manufacturers, builders and purchasers of prebuilt
housing may be affected by this proposed rulemaking.
Fiscal Impact

The Department has determined that this proposed
rulemaking will have minimal fiscal impact on the Com-
monwealth.
Paperwork

§ 31.30. (Reserved).

(Editor’s Note: As part of this proposed rulemaking, the
Department is proposing to delete the text of § 31.30
which appears at 61 Pa. Code pages 31-38 to 31-54, serial
pages (265204) to (265210). Section 31.33 is proposed to
be adopted and is printed in regular text to enhance
readability.)
§ 31.33. Prebuilt housing.

(a) Definitions. The following words and terms, when
used in this section, have the following meanings, unless
the context clearly indicates otherwise:

Prebuilt housing— Prebuilt housing which qualifies ei-
ther as:

(i) Manufactured housing, including mobile homes,
which bears the label required by and referred to in the
Manufactured Housing Construction and Safety Stan-
dards Authorization Act (35 P. S. §§ 1656.1—1656.9).

(ii) Industrialized housing as defined in the Industrial-
ized Housing Act (35 P. S. §§ 1651.1—1651.12).

(iii) The term includes all components or accessories
transferred at the time of the sale of the prebuilt housing.
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Prebuilt housing builder— A person, including a
prebuilt housing manufacturer, who makes a prebuilt
housing sale to a prebuilt housing purchaser.

Prebuilt housing manufacturer— A manufacturer of
prebuilt housing.

Prebuilt housing manufacturer’s selling price—

(i) The total value of anything paid or delivered or
promised to be paid or delivered, whether it be money or
otherwise, by a prebuilt housing builder to a prebuilt
housing manufacturer, for prebuilt housing, add-ons, in-
surance, seals, deposits, dues, optional equipment and
similar charges whether or not the charges are separately
stated on one or more purchase agreements.

(ii) The term does not include amounts representing
delivery charges, erection charges or set-up fees.

Prebuilt housing purchaser— A person who purchases
prebuilt housing in a transaction and who intends to
occupy the unit for residential purposes in this Common-
wealth. Temporary installation by a prebuilt housing
builder for display purposes of a unit held for resale will
not be considered occupancy for residential purposes.

Prebuilt housing sale— A sale of prebuilt housing to a
prebuilt housing purchaser, including a sale to a landlord,
without regard to whether the person making the sale is
responsible for installing the prebuilt housing or whether
the prebuilt housing becomes real estate upon installa-
tion.

Purchase price— The purchase price of prebuilt housing
shall be 60% of the prebuilt housing manufacturer’s
selling price. A prebuilt housing manufacturer of prebuilt
housing who elects to precollect tax from the prebuilt
housing builder shall have the option to collect tax on
60% of the prebuilt housing manufacturer’s selling price
or on 100% of the prebuilt housing manufacturer’s cost of
the materials and equipment incorporated into the
prebuilt housing.

Used prebuilt housing— Prebuilt housing that was pre-
viously subject to a prebuilt housing sale to a prebuilt
housing purchaser.

(b) Imposition of tax.

(1) Prebuilt housing builder sales. A prebuilt housing
builder is required to pay tax upon the purchase price of
prebuilt housing sold to a prebuilt housing purchaser
within this Commonwealth, if the prebuilt housing
builder has not paid the applicable tax to the prebuilt
housing manufacturer. The prebuilt housing builder is
required to pay tax without regard to whether the
prebuilt housing is sold as tangible personal property or
as real estate. The prebuilt housing builder’s written
contract with the prebuilt housing purchaser should
clearly indicate that the prebuilt housing builder paid
applicable tax.

(2) Trade-in. The value of a trade-in by a prebuilt
housing purchaser to a prebuilt housing builder in con-
nection with the purchase of housing may not be used to
reduce the purchase price upon which the prebuilt hous-
ing builder is required to pay tax.

(3) Used prebuilt housing. Sales tax is not imposed
upon the purchase price of used prebuilt housing.

(c) Prebuilt housing manufacturer’s election to collect
tax.

(1) Although the law requires the prebuilt housing
builder to pay tax directly to the Department, the law
also provides that the prebuilt housing manufacturer has
the option to collect tax from the prebuilt housing builder
at the time of the purchase of the prebuilt housing by the
prebuilt housing builder from the prebuilt housing manu-
facturer. If the prebuilt housing manufacturer elects to
collect tax, the prebuilt housing manufacturer is required
to use either of the following to establish the purchase
price:

(A) Sixty percent of the prebuilt housing manufactur-
er’s selling price.

(B) One hundred percent of the prebuilt housing manu-
facturer’s cost of materials and equipment incorporated
into or as a component of the housing.

(2) If a prebuilt housing manufacturer is also acting as
a prebuilt housing builder, the purchase price of the
prebuilt housing shall be 60% of the prebuilt housing
manufacturer’s selling price.

(3) A prebuilt housing manufacturer is not permitted to
alternate between these two methods of calculation with-
out prior authorization from the Department.

(d) Exemptions. No exemptions apply to the sale of
prebuilt housing. Prebuilt housing manufacturers are
therefore not required to obtain exemption certificates
from prebuilt housing builders. Unless the prebuilt hous-
ing manufacturer elects to precollect the tax, the prebuilt
housing builder is obligated to remit tax to the Common-
wealth on its sale of prebuilt housing to a prebuilt
housing purchaser.

(e) Prefabricated buildings and components which do
not qualify as prebuilt housing. The changes in the law as
outlined in this section relate only to prebuilt housing as
that term is defined. Therefore, the sale and installation
of prefabricated buildings, components and accessories
which do not qualify as prebuilt housing are governed by
§ 31.11 (relating to definitions). Sales of prefabricated
buildings, components and accessories, which do not
include installation, qualify as sales of tangible personal
property. Examples include construction site trailers,
travel trailers and modular space units.

(f) Repair and maintenance of prebuilt housing. This
section relates only to prebuilt housing sales and does not
apply to the repair and maintenance of prebuilt housing.
The application of tax upon charges made for the repair
and maintenance of prebuilt housing is governed by
§ 31.11.

Acknowledgment of Notices of Intent to Remediate
Submitted under the Land Recycling and Envi-
ronmental Remediation Standards Act (35 P. S.
§§ 6026.101— 6026.908).

Sections 302-305 of the Land Recycling and Environ-
mental Remediation Standards Act (act) require the
Department of Environmental Protection (Department) to
publish in the Pennsylvania Bulletin an acknowledgment
noting receipt of Notices of Intent to Remediate.

The Sherwin-Williams Company (Sherwin-Williams)
has submitted an application, dated September 29, 2004,
to the Department of Environmental Protection (Depart-
ment) for a variance from the volatile organic compound
(VOC) content limits in 25 Pa. Code § 130.603 (relating
to standards) for ‘‘clear wood finishes—varnishes.’’ The
Sherwin-Williams variance application was submitted in
accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 130.606 (relating to appli-
cation for variance), which provides that a person who
cannot comply with the VOC content limits in 25
Pa. Code § 130.603(a) may apply in writing to the De-
partment for a variance. In accordance with 25 Pa. Code
§ 130.606, the application for variance must address the
specific grounds upon which the variance is sought, the
proposed date by which compliance with 25 Pa. Code
§ 130.603(a) will be achieved and a compliance report
detailing the methods by which compliance will be
achieved. The Department will submit each Variance
Order to the United States Environmental Protection
Agency for approval as a State Implementation Plan
(SIP) revision.

In accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 130.606, the Depart-
ment will not grant a variance unless the applicant
demonstrates in writing to the Department’s satisfaction
that:

(1) It is technologically infeasible for the applicant to
comply with 25 Pa. Code § 130.603(a).

(2) The public interest in issuing the variance would
outweigh the public interest in avoiding increased emis-
sions of air contaminants that would result from issuing
the variance.

(3) The compliance program proposed by the applicant
can reasonably be implemented and will achieve compli-
ance as expeditiously as possible.

Sherwin-Williams claims in the September 29, 2004,
application for variance that it is technologically infea-
sible for Sherwin-Williams to formulate certain ‘‘clear
wood coatings—varnishes’’ to comply with the VOC con-
tent limit for ‘‘clear wood coatings—varnishes’’ specified in
25 Pa. Code § 130.603(a) ‘‘ . . . without creating unaccept-
able safety hazards, application, handling and perfor-
mance problems for nonprofessional users; or substan-
tially decreasing the solids content and thus increasing
the number of coats required to achieve desired film
thickness.’’ In the application for variance, Sherwin-
Williams describes a research and development compli-
ance plan by which compliance with the regulations will
be achieved, and Sherwin-Williams indicates that the
company’s research and development efforts are directed
toward a targeted compliance goal of January 1, 2010.

In accordance with 25 Pa. Code § 130.610 (relating to
public hearings), the Department will hold public hear-
ings on the Sherwin-Williams variance application to seek
public comment on the following:

(1) Whether a variance from 25 Pa. Code § 130.603(a)
is necessary.

(2) Under what conditions a variance from 25 Pa. Code
§ 130.603(a) is necessary.

(3) To what extent a variance from 25 Pa. Code
§ 130.603(a) is necessary.

In addition to the previous, the Department will also
seek comments on a Department-proposed Variance Order
for issuance to Sherwin-Williams, as well as proposed
revisions to the SIP. The Department-proposed Variance
Order for issuance to Sherwin-Williams includes a re-
quirement that compliance with 25 Pa. Code § 130.603
will be achieved by January 1, 2010, and that incremen-
tal progress reports will be sent to the Department to
assure timely compliance. A variance issued by the De-
partment shall cease to be effective upon failure of the
party to whom the variance was granted to comply with a
term or condition of the variance.

Based on data provided by Sherwin-Williams regarding
sales in this Commonwealth of the materials for which
the variance is requested, the Department estimates that,
if the variance is granted, Statewide VOC emissions will
be approximately 0.3 ton per day higher than if Sherwin-
Williams were to market coatings at the compliance level.
For the five-county Southeast Pennsylvania ozone nonat-
tainment area, the granting of the variance will result in
VOC emissions approximately 0.08 ton per day higher
than if the affected materials were formulated at compli-
ance levels.

Required Ground and Air Ambulance Equipment
and Supplies

Under 28 Pa. Code §§ 1005.10(c) and 1007.7(c) (relating
to licensure and general operating standards; and
licensure and general operating requirements), the follow-
ing equipment and supplies shall be carried and readily
available in working order for use on basic and advanced
life support (ALS) ambulances, which also includes air
(rotorcraft) ambulances.

A. Ground Ambulance Requirements
Ground Ambulances: Basic Life Support/ALS Mobile

Care Unit /ALS Squad Unit
The ambulance must:
1. Meet the requirements of current Federal Specifica-

tions KKK 1822 in effect at the time of its manufacture
regarding design type, floor plan, general configuration
and exterior markings. (Does not apply to an ALS squad
unit.)

2. Meet the Pennsylvania Vehicle Code requirements,
especially 67 Pa. Code Chapter 173 (relating to flashing
or revolving lights on emergency and authorized vehicles),
which includes:

a. Having red flashing or revolving exterior emergency
lighting visible 360° around the vehicle.

b. Having a flashing headlamp system.

c. Have no more than one flashing or revolving white
or clear light or a light bar assembly that may contain no
more than two flashing or revolving white or clear lights.

d. Have no more than two amber lights other than the
turn signal indicators.

3. Have the following emblems and markings affixed to
the vehicle exterior:

a. The word ‘‘AMBULANCE,’’ mirror imaged, shall be
block, blue, die cut style letters, not less than 4 inches
high, centered above the grill. The placement of the word
‘‘AMBULANCE’’ on the curved surface of the hood or on a
flat plastic type bug screen is permitted.

b. The word ‘‘AMBULANCE’’ shall be in block, blue, die
cut style letters of not less than 6 inches in height
centered, with a white border, alongside or under the
‘‘Star of Life’’ on each side and rear of the vehicle.

c. A ‘‘Star of Life’’ not less than 3 inches, blue, die cut
style, with a white border located both to the right and
left of the word ‘‘AMBULANCE.’’

d. A ‘‘Star of Life’’ not less than 16 inches, blue, die cut
style, with a white border on the right and left side
panels.

e. A ‘‘Star of Life’’ not less than 12 inches, blue, die cut
style, with a white border on each rear door.

f. A ‘‘Star of Life’’ not less than 32 inches, blue, die cut
style (may be without the white Staff of Aesculapius) on
the ambulance rooftop.

Note: An ALS squad unit is required to have only 3
inches size ‘‘Stars of Life’’ and no other markings or
emblems, but it must have the required number, that is
six. These are two on the front, one on each side and two
on the rear.

4. The name of the ambulance service or its registered
fictitious name in letters at least 3� in size on both the
right and left exterior sides of the vehicle. Service name
must be the dominant lettering.
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5. Be equipped with an electronically operated audible
warning device with a 110-watt speaker.

6. Have overhead interior lighting that illuminates the
entire top surface of the patient litter, stairwell lighting
and courtesy lights that must illuminate the ambulance’s
controls (Does not apply to an ALS squad unit.)

7. Have a dual battery system. (Does not apply to an
ALS squad unit.)

8. Have one fully charged fire extinguisher rated at
least 2 A: 10 B: C easily accessible by personnel, and
mounted securely in an exterior compartment or mounted
and easily accessible in the cab of the vehicle. The fire
extinguisher must be intact with safety seal and have
been inspected within the previous 12 calendar months,
and have the appropriate and completed inspection tag
attached.

9. Have a power supply to generate sufficient current
to operate all accessories without excessive demand on
the generating system. All exterior and interior lighting
and on-board equipment should be able to run at least
five minutes without placing a demand on the engine.

10. Have a floor that is flat, reasonably unencumbered,
free of equipment in the walk through areas, nonskid and
well maintained. (Does not apply to an ALS squad unit.)

11. Have minimum interior dimensions of 60� from
floor to ceiling. (Does not apply to an ALS squad unit.)

12. Have an installed patient partition to separate the
patient area from the driver area. (Does not apply to an
ALS squad unit.)

13. Have storage cabinets with sliding doors or with
latches or have a cargo-type netting or other means to
ensure against opening during vehicle movement. (Does
not apply to an ALS squad unit.) Bulky items such as
portable radios and AEDs, oxygen equipment and jump
bags must be secured at all times during patient trans-
port to prevent them from falling on patients or crew or
becoming projectiles if the vehicle is involved in an
accident. Equipment on an ALS squad unit must be in
cabinets or secured at all times.

14. Have two IV hangers mounted flush with the
ceiling. (Does not apply to an ALS squad unit.)

15. Have a litter for transporting a patient and at least
three patient restraint straps in good operating condition
secured to the litter. (Does not apply to an ALS squad
unit.)

16. Have doors that function properly with door seals
that are in good condition; that is, not cracked, broken or
missing pieces.

17. Have a ‘‘No Smoking’’ sign in both the driver and
the patient compartment. On an ALS squad unit only one
sign in the driver’s compartment is required.

18. Have operational heating, cooling and ventilation
equipment.

19. Have a current vehicle inspection validation issued
by the state where the vehicle is registered.

20. Have operational radio equipment for communica-
tion with a public safety answering point (PSAP) (where
911 calls are answered) and hospitals in the ambulance
services emergency service areas. A cellular phone may be
used as a backup means of communication and not as the
primary means of communication.

21. Have an installed, on-board oxygen system with the
following: (Does not apply to an ALS squad unit).

a. At least 122 cubic feet supply of oxygen in a cylinder
that is secured to provide maximum safety for patients
and personnel. The securing brackets must be mounted to
the vehicle frame. Services may use a liquid oxygen
system that provides the same volume.

b. The cylinder must have more than 500 psi (500
liters of oxygen) of pressure at all times and be secured
with at least three metal or nylon brackets while in the
compartment.

c. The unit must be equipped with a reducing valve
(from 2,000 psi to 50 psi line pressure).

d. The unit must be equipped with one flow meter with
a range of 0-25 lpm delivery.

e. The unit must be equipped with a non-breakable
humidifier.

22. Have an installed, on-board suctioning system with
the following components and/or capabilities: (Does not
apply to an ALS squad unit).

a. It is fitted with a large bore, nonkinking tubing.

b. It has power enough to provide within 4 seconds a
vacuum of over 300 mm/Hg or 11.8 inches of water when
the tube is clamped.

c. It is controllable for use on children and intubated
patients. The vacuum gauge, when attached to the tub-
ing, must be adjustable to the amount of vacuum to
ensure that the unit can maintain vacuum levels without
requiring continuous increase in control.

d. It is equipped with a lateral opening between the
suction tube and the suction source.

e. The tubing must be able to reach airways of patients
regardless of the patient’s position in the ambulance and
must be able to reach the head and foot of the litter.

23. Must show proof of current motor vehicle insur-
ance.

B. AIR (Rotorcraft) Ambulance Requirements

The following will apply to all air ambulances. The air
ambulance must have:

1. The name of the air ambulance service or its
registered fictitious name prominently displayed on its
exterior.

2. Exterior lighting that illuminates the tail rotor and
pilot controllable search/spot/landing lights.

3. An ‘‘Air Worthiness Certificate’’ from the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA).

4. A patient litter capable of carrying one adult in the
supine position and capable of being secured according to
FAA requirements.

5. Have an FAA Form 337 with items No. 1 (which
identifies the aircraft), No. 2 (which identifies the aircraft
owner), and No. 7 (which shows that the aircraft is
approved to ‘‘Return to Service’’) completed and signed by
the appropriate FAA official.

6. Climate controls for maintaining an ambient cabin
temperature of between 65-85° during flight.

7. Sufficient interior lighting to allow for close observa-
tion of patients.

8. A pilot partition to prevent patient interference with
flight controls.

9. A barrier or an FAA approved mechanism for secur-
ing a patient’s chest, pelvis, legs, wrist and ankles.
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10. A 110-volt electrical outlet for each patient trans-
ported.

11. Two-way radio communications for the pilot to be
able to communicate with hospitals, PSAPs and ground
ambulances in areas to which the air ambulance routinely
provides service.

12. At least three headsets to allow for voice communi-
cation among the crew when the aircraft is operating and
noise levels prevent normal conversation.

13. One fully charged fire extinguisher rated at least 5
B: C, securely mounted where it can be reached by the
pilot or crewmembers. The fire extinguisher must be
intact with safety seal and have been inspected within
the previous 12-calendar months and have the appropri-
ate inspection tag attached.

14. Installed, on-board suctioning equipment that
meets the same requirements as a transporting ground
ambulance. (See requirements under Ground Ambu-
lances.)

15. Have an on-board oxygen system with the follow-
ing:

a. A cylinder with a capacity of 1,200 liters and at least
1,650 psi.

b. If a liquid oxygen system is used, manufacturer
documentation must be provided that the system has at
least a 1,200-liter capacity and that at least a 1-hour
oxygen delivery capacity at 25 lpm per patient is avail-
able.

c. A flow meter with a range of 0-25 lpm delivery.

C. Required Equipment and Supplies

Approved equipment and supplies shall be carried and
readily available in working order for use on both ground
and air ambulances. Some patients and crewmembers of
an ambulance service may have allergies to latex. Latex
free supplies are recommended, where possible. The
following equipment and supplies must be carried on each
ground and air ambulance, as indicated:

Availability of Local Real Estate Tax Reimburse-
ment Grants for Taxes Paid in 2004

The Department of Transportation (Department), Bu-
reau of Aviation, is accepting applications for Tax Reim-
bursement Grants from qualifying owners of public air-
ports who have paid local real estate taxes for the
calendar year ending December 31, 2004.

This agreement shall be
a covenant, which runs with the land and shall apply to
any subsequent purchases of land. Upon acceptance of a
grant, the covenant shall be deemed extended for 1
additional year. A violation of the agreement shall make
the owner liable for the repayment of the total appropria-
tion for the year plus a penalty of two times the grant. In
any action wherein the owner is found to have violated
the agreement, the Department will receive all costs of
prosecution.

The Federal Highway Administration and the Depart-
ment of Transportation (Department) plan to reconstruct
SR 2001 (Milford Road) from its intersection with SR
0739 in Delaware Township south to its intersection with
U.S. Route 209 at Bushkill, PA for an approximate project
length of 21.7 kilometers (13.5 miles). Included in the
reconstruction are correction of substandard horizontal
and vertical roadway curvature and replacement of the
existing bridge and culvert crossings of Randalls Creek,
Bear Road Run, Toms Creek, Briscoe Creek (Alicia’s
Creek), Hornbecks Creek and Dingman’s Creek. Also
included in the project are resurfacing, shoulder improve-
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ments, signing, guiderail adjustments and a curve
straightening on SR 0739 between the SR 2001 and U.S.
Route 209 intersections.

The subject project will use approximately 15.3 hect-
ares (37.8 acres) of the National Park Service (NPS)
property within the designated boundaries of the Dela-
ware Water Gap National Recreation Area.

The environmental, economic, social and other effects of
the proposed project as enumerated in Section 2002 of the
Administrative Code have been considered. It has been
concluded that there is no feasible and prudent alterna-
tive to the project as designed and all reasonable steps
have been taken to minimize effects. To minimize the
harm to the Section 2002 protected property impacted by
the project, the Department will minimize travel lane
widths and use a 1.5 to 1 horizontal to vertical slope ratio
in the area of the Delaware Water Gap National Recre-
ation Area. Based on a meeting with the NPS, the
replacement of parkland will involve a mutually agree-
able combination of acreage and land value. In addition,
the NPS will receive fair market value payment for all
viable timber within those areas of the Delaware Water
Gap National Recreation Area that is to be acquired for
right-of-way purposes.

2. The Department has agreed that:
a. Hatfield’s withdrawal of the appeal is without preju-

dice to Hatfield’s right to challenge or appeal the Depart-
ment’s future action on its revised application; and

b. Hatfield will not assert the doctrine of administra-
tive finality in any appeal of the Department’s action
related to Hatfield’s June 23, 2003, Modification of Solid
Waste and/or Processing Permit or the revised applica-
tion.
